EWP115 Solves Dakar Rally Overheating

Hi John,
I’m sorry it’s taken so long to reply. There doesn’t seem to be enough hours in the day. 
We had some problems with our cooling system in the extreme heat of the UAE desert (52 deg.) ambient temp. After The UAE Desert Challenge we looked at everything that would make a difference to the cooling system, before we started the Dakar rally in South America.
Your water pumps made a big difference in taking the air rated water out of the engine in this extreme temps and load conditions. We started the EWP115 water pump with the electric fans. (we were still running the original water pump) and we could see a big difference in cooling system performance. We had no overheating problems, even in the most extreme conditions of the Dakar.
